Exam Regulations

1) Those attending the first session of the exam must report to the designated room/venue
at or before 8:00 a.m. and wait for the exam to commence. For other session(s),
students should be present at respective room/venue 10 minutes before the exam starts.

2) Students should put all their books, notes and personal belongings in their bag/school
bag, which should be placed under their chairs. Those who have no bags must place
their personal belongings at the front of the exam venue.

3) You are not allowed to borrow any materials after you have entered the exam venue.

4) Students should only use calculators pad-printed with the “H.K.E.A.A. APPROVED?”
label.

5) Students should observe absolute silence in the exam venue.
6) No one is allowed to leave early during the exam.

7) Students must stop writing immediately when the centre supervisor/invigilator
announces that the exam time is up.

8) Students should remain seated after the exam is finished, and wait quietly for the
invigilators to collect their exam papers till all exam materials are well handled.
