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Remarks on the Outdoor Learning Day

Students must follow the instructions of teachers, and should not leave the group without seeking
prior permission from teachers.

Students must bring along their student cards and HKID cards.

Students should arrive at the assemble place punctually. Late comers would have to attend
detention class on days to follow.

Eating or drinking is not allowed on public transport. Students should behave properly and refrain
from causing a nuisance to other passengers.

Students must pay attention to the instructions by teachers-in-charge, especially regarding
activities to engage in designated area, as well as the assemble time and place for return trip.

Students must take caution of their personal safety, and must not Jeave the designated activity area
without teacher’s permission.

Please keep the activity venue clean and tidy.

Students are not allowed to barbecue outside the designated activity area. All lit charcoals must
be extinguished before leaving.

Students are allowed to bring headphones and radios, but please be considerate and keep the
volume down.

Students must not fish in any reservoir or coastal areas, or enter any catchment channels or streams.

Dangerous activities such as mountaineering, cycling and tree climbing are strictly prohibited.
Potentially harmful toys like pneumatic guns are also forbidden.

Do not approach any wildlife animals. Immediately notify teachers of any dangerous animals on
sight.
