What is a hacker?
Ms Crouse:
A hacker is a person who uses computers to get information or data without permission. It is illegal to hack someone’s computer or network. 
Student:
Oh, so that’s why people have a firewall on their computers? 
Ms Crouse:
Yes, a firewall is there to protect your computer. It blocks people from accessing your network without your permission. 
Student:
 Ok, I’ll remember to keep my passwords and login details safe so that nobody can steal my information. 
Ms Crouse:
That’s a good idea. You don’t want a hacker to invade your privacy. 

Student: 
Let’s recap the vocabulary. A firewall blocks people from accessing your network without your permission.
