Student:

Student:
Yes, a dunk is when you jump into the air and put the ball through the hoop.

Correct. And do you know how exactly we start a game of basketball? 

Student:
I think so. Is it called a jump ball?
Ms Crouse:
Yes. A jump ball is when the referee throws the ball in the air between two players. Whoever catches the ball first may start play. 

Student:
Let’s recap the vocabulary.  Basketball is played on a basketball court with five players on a team. 

Ms Crouse:
Dribbling means bouncing a ball up and down with your hand while running.  Passing means that you throw the ball to another player. 

Student:
A dunk is when you jump into the air and put the ball through the hoop.
Ms Crouse:
A jump ball is when the referee throws the ball in the air between two players to start the game.
