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Ms Crouse:
Today, we will be talking about science, and we will be discussing living things. 
Living things can be put into two groups – animals and plants. Plants and animals have different characteristics.
Student:
What does that mean? 
Ms Crouse:
It means that they have things that make them different from each other for example, shape and size. 
Student:
I see, like mammals, reptiles and amphibians?
Ms Crouse:
Yes, that is three of the animal groups. Mammals are warm-blooded animals that give birth to their young.
Student:
Examples of mammals are cats, cows, lions and humans.   
Ms Crouse:
Amphibians are cold-blooded animals that can live inside and out of the water and lay eggs to reproduce. 
Student:
Examples of amphibians are frogs and toads. 
Ms. Crouse:
The third group is called reptiles. Reptiles are also cold-blooded animals with dry, scaly skin that live on land. They also reproduce by laying eggs.
Student:
Examples of reptiles are crocodiles, snakes, turtles and lizards.   
Ms. Crouse:
Let’s recap the vocabulary. All living things are either plants or animals. They are classified into different categories according to their characteristics or features.
Student:
These include mammals, amphibians and reptiles.
